PROGRAM OVERVIEW

The Efficiency Maine Business Program provides incentives and technical assistance for the purchase and installation of premium ef
electrical equipment in new construction projects, renovation projects, and for the replacement of functioning, but less efficient, existi
equipment. Efficiency Maine is a division of the Maine Public Utilities Commission (MPUC). This form is to be used only for custom H
projects or measures that are not eligible under the Prescriptive HVAC or VFD Incentive Program. Incentives are subject to eligibility
requirements, which are found below and on the Terms and Conditions page of this application. Review all of these requirements bel
beginning an application. When you sign this application you are agreeing to be bound by these eligibility requirements and Terms a
Conditions.

ELIGIBLE PROJECTS & DETERMINATION OF INCENTIVES

» Incentives are intended to support installation of premium efficiency, high performance equipment. Measures that are considerec
practice” in Maine are not eligible for funding. The Maine Public Utilities Commission and its contractors (hereafter referred to as
“Efficiency Maine”) will be the final arbiters of “standard practice.”

Because custom incentive proposals are generally more complex and may require more detailed analysis to qualify them for func
technical assistance is available. Efficiency Maine can provide limited direct technical assistance and can facilitate and provide p
financial support for more extensive technical assistance in some instances. Please contact Efficiency Maine for more informatic

Custom Incentives are at the sole discretion of Efficiency Maine. For removal and replacement of existing functioning equipment
incentives will not exceed 35% of the actual total project cost (documented materials and labor cost to the end user); and for new
construction, replacement of failed equipment, or process improvements will not exceed 75% of actual incremental costs above ¢
assumed standard practice alternative to the proposed technology. Additionally, Efficiency Maine, at its discretion, may limit incel
result in a calculated simple payback to the Customer of 1.5 years.

A single Customer (e.g. business organization, corporation, individual, or municipality, etc.) may not receive more than $200,000
incentives over two calendar years. For example, a Customer who received $50,000 during 2007 would be eligible for no more tt
$150,000 during 2008.

All proposed Custom Projects must be pre-approved by Efficiency Maine prior to purchase or installation of equipment.

STEP TWO Efficiency Maine will review the application and supporting documentation and, if accepted, make an Incentive Offer to tk
Project Pre-Approval / |Customer with a “Pre-Approval Letter.” The Customer signs the pre-approval acknowledgement, thereby accepting the g
Customer Acceptance [the offer, all program requirements, and the Terms and Conditions.

STEP THREE Customer and associated project contractors complete the installation as proposed in the application and as pre-approvq
Installation Efficiency Maine. If changes arise that affect the pre-approval offer, the Customer must consult with Efficiency Maine prd
staff immediately.
STEP FOUR When the project installation is complete, the Customer is to notify Efficiency Maine. Efficiency Maine staff will ask the

Post-Installation  [Customer to submit proof of installation in the form of itemized invoices, including material and labor. Efficiency Maine g
may conduct a post-installation inspection. After review and approval of all documentation, Efficiency Maine will request
Customer signature certifying installation of equipment. A final approval letter will then be issued and a check will be se
directly to the Customer.

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1. INCENTIVES FOR QUALIFYING ECMS

a) The Maine Public Utilities Commission (the “MPUGKH)II award
financial incentives to Eligible Customers for the purches
installation of Qualifying ECMs, subject tbese Terms and
Conditions.

b) “Qualifying ECMs” are Prescriptive Electric Conservation
Measures identified in official program materials and site-specific
Custom Measures approved by the MPUC. Technoldb&spurport
to save energy through reductionvoitage, demand, or power
conditioning are not eligible ECMs. Unless expliciplye-approved,
ECMs must be new and covered by warranties.

c) “Eligible Customers” are all non-residenttalstomers oélectric
utilities in the State of Maine, except for those custormremsiving
electric service at transmission and subtransmissiutage levels.
Efficiency Maine incentives are awarded only to EligiBlestomers
for equipment that is owned by them, and such custoarers
ultimately responsible for complianeéth these Terms and
Conditions.

2. OWNERSHIP OF CAPACITY AND/OR ENVIRONMENTAL
CREDITS

a) ECMs purchased and installed in part throingientives provided
by this program are the property of tBastomersubject to any
limitations contained within these Terms a@adnditions.

b) Not withstanding the above, Efficiency Mainelds sole rights to
any electric system capacity credits and environmental ctedits
may be associated with ECMs for which incentiwese received,
and Efficiency Maine can dispose of thesedits in any manner
authorized by law or regulation.

c) In no event shall activity associated with any energy
environmental credits noted in Section 2@3ult in interferencevith
the Customer's sole discretion to opeEE@Ms as approveih his/her
incentive award.

3. PRE-APPROVAL AND PRE-INSTALLATION SURVEY
REQUIRED

a) Except for Customers applying fmotor or agricultural incentives
of any amount or for lighting or refrigeration incentivafdessthan
$1,000, the MPUC is not obligated to awarty incentives unless
pre-approves the Customer’s Incentive Applicaiod completes a
pre-installation survey of the Customefégilities, unless ihas
explicitly waived this latter requirement.

b) The MPUC has complete discretion to approvdisapprovef
any proposed ECMs.

4. POST-INSTALLATION VERIFICATION REQUIRED

The MPUC is not obligated to pay apse-approved incentivawards
until it has performed a satisfactory post-installation verification,
unless it has explicitly waived this requirement. If kieUC
determines that ECMs were not installed in a manaossistent with
the approved application, or if unapprove@Ms were installed, df
the installation was not consistent with generattgepted
engineering practices, it may require changes befaléng payment.
Also, the MPUC will not make paymeuantil it verifies that the
Customer has received, as appropriate, finalings,operation and
maintenance manuals, and operator training.MR&IC also reserves
the right to inspect installations at facilities whighre the recipients
of incentives that were not pre-approved (seetion 3a) and seek
recovery of incentives paid if Qualifying ECMs caat be located or
are not installed in a manner consistent with the provisibtisese
Terms and Conditions.

5. CUSTOM MEASURE APPLICATIONS AND ANALYSIS

a) The MPUC will only approve Custom Measieplications for
ECMs that the MPUC believes have reliable aost effectiveenergy
savings potential in the proposed use and site MPEC has
discretion to approve or disapproveanfy Measures proposed.

b) In addition to completing all required worksheéts, Customer
will be required to provide an analysis of the eneaggt demand
reduction potential of the proposed ECMs. The MPUC may requir|
that this analysis be prepared by a licensed Profesdtmgaheer
whose competency and experieteg@erform the requisite analysis
has been approved in advance by the MPUC.

¢) The MPUC may independently review the Applicatoml
analysis to verify the energy saving and demand reduptitential
and the reasonableness of measure and installatioestoeates. The
MPUC reserves the right to rejemt modify any Customer
calculations, based on its analysis.

6. PRE-APPROVED LETTER

After an Application is approved, the Customelt receivewritten
notification of a maximum pre-approved incentar@ount. The
MPUC will not pay incentives faany ECMs installed prior to the
date of the Pre-approved Incentive Letter.

7. INDEPENDENT TESTING
The MPUC reserves the rightdeny incentivegor any ECMs that
have not been favorably assessedpproved by recognized,
independent pubic authorities, suchtas Underwriter’s Laboratory
(UL). The MPUC may, at its discretion, requtre Customer
undertake, at his or her own expense, testirgproposed ECM
that does not carry the Listing Mark by Utr, anequivalent
independent testing facility approved in advance byMR&IC.
8. INCENTIVE AMOUNTS
a) The MPUC reserves the right to adjaistl/or negotiatéhe
incentive amount, based uponiitslependent assessmeifit
appropriate savings or cost estimates.
b) Once an incentive is pre-approved, the MRMICpay no more
than the approved fraction of the incremeuwtagt to the Customer
of purchasing the ECM, or the pre-approved incentive amount,
whichever is less. The MPUC may, atdiscretion, recognize
incremental installation labor costs that are unigutihe proposed
ECM to the extent that they are reasonable, verifiableaatully
incurred by the Customer. The MPUC Hias rightto lower the
incentive amount if the quantity andiost of ECMs actually
installed by the Customer differ frothe pre-approvedmounts.
The MPUC has the right to seekedund for incentives paid if, at
any time, it learns that the ECMs were aotually and properly
installed or were subsequently disconnected.
9. COST OF EQUIPMENT
The Customer must provide copies of all invoioesther
reasonable documentation that verify the cogsurchasingand
installing the ECMs, including all materialapor, and equipment
discounts. Invoices must indicate a verifiabteakout of all ECMs
purchased for installation under this Agreement. MiRJC also
has the right at any time to require invoices from the contréwtor
determine the price paid by the contractor (including discounts
or incentives) from his or her supplier fitne ECMs.
10. SCHEDULE FOR INCENTIVE PAYMENTS
The MPUC expects to pay all incentiweithin thirty (30) days
after project completion. Project completi@quires:
(a) submission to the MPUC of all documentation;agémnpleted
installation of the approved ECMs; and (c) MPEeptance of (a)
and (b) above, all in accordance witte specifications outlined
elsewhere in these Terms and Conditions.
11. MONITORING AND EVALUATION FOLLOW-UP
VISITS
The MPUC reserves the right teake follow-upvisits to
customer’s Facility during the 24 montfidlowing theactual
Completion Date at a time convenient to @estomerand withat
least one week advance notice. The purpdske visit(s) isto
review the operation of the ECMs for program evaluagiorposes,
including monitoring their energy performance. The saufpe
review is limited to determining whether prograonditions have
been met.
12. CHANGES IN/CANCELLATION OF THE PROGRAM
a) The MPUC may change the program requirements, incentivey
Terms & Conditions at any timeithout notice, including
suspending acceptance of applications or termingtiegrogram.
The MPUC is not obligated to approve aubmitted application
that may result in the MPUC exceediityprogram budget.
b) In the event of program change, pre-approved applicatiths
be processed to completion under fieems & Conditions in effect
at the time of the pre-approval by the MPUC.
¢) Submission of a completed applicatiwes noentitle the
Customer to program participation. Entitlementurs only when
the MPUC has signed the applicatimd incentivepre-approval
form.
13. PUBLICITY OF CUSTOMER PARTICIPATION
The MPUC may wish to publicizeformation relatingo the
Customer's participation in the program,lincluding sata as:
projected project energy savings, theentive amount, and other
information that does not compromise reason@histomer
expectations of confidentiality giroprietary or competitive
information. In such instances, the MPUC will obt&instomer
permission to make such information public.
14. INSTALLATION SCHEDULE REQUIREMENTS
a) If the Customer has (a) not engageihstallationof the
approved project, and has (b) not applied toMRUC for aproject
extension within one year from the date MBUC pre-approves the
project, the MPUC may cancel the Agreement withiality.

14. INSTALLATION SCHEDULE REQUIREMENTS, CON'T.

b) A Customer who fails to advise the MPt@t a project is
complete, or who fails to provide required post-installation
documentation as described elsewherinese Terms andonditions,
within 60 days of project installatianay be denied incentive
payment.

15. INDEMNIFICATION

a) The MPUC's liability under this Agreement will be limitexl
paying the incentive amounts specified in this Agreeniere.
MPUC and any of its affiliates or contractatsall not bdiable to the
Customer for any consequential or incidedi@nages ofor any
damages in tort (including negligence) caused byaatiyities
associated with this Agreement or in the program.

b) The Customer shall protect, indemniynd holdharmless

the MPUC from and against all liabilities, losselsims, damages,
judgments, penalties, causes of actmsts andxpenses (including,
without limitation, attorney’s fees arekpenses) incurred by or
assessed against the MPUC arising owtroglating to the
performance of this Agreement.

16. NO WARRANTIES

a) The MPUC does not endorse, guarargegarrant any particular
manufacturer or product, and it provides no warranérgressed or
implied, for any product or services. The Customezl@nce on
warranties is limited to any warranties thaay be provided by
contractors, vendors, etc.

b) Neither the MPUC nor its consultarti® responsibléor assuring
that the design, engineering and constructibthe Facility or
installation of the ECMs is proper or complies with any particular
laws, codes, or industry standards. The MRId@s not make any
representations of any kind regarding the regaltse achieved bthe
ECMs or the adequacy or safety of snobasures.

17. CUSTOMER MUST PAY ALL TAXES

Incentives received by the Customer rbaytaxable by théederal,
state, and local government. The Customer is resporisible
declaring and paying all such taxes.

18. VENDOR SELECTION

The Customer may select any vendocontractoto perform the
work contemplated by this applicaticeven after the applicatida
submitted for pre-approval by the MPUC. Howetlee MPUChas
the right to prohibit specific vendoes contractors from program
participation.

19. REMOVAL OF EQUIPMENT

The Customer agrees, as a condition of participatidhe program,
to remove and dispose of the equipment beépdaced by the ECMs
in accordance with all laws, ruleend regulations. The Customer
agrees not to reinstall any of this equipment anywhetieeiiState of
Maine, or transfer it to any other party for installationthie Stateof
Maine.

20. MISCELLANEOUS

a) The entire agreement between hestomer and the MPUC
composed of an approved, signed applicatioese Terms and
Conditions, and all subsequent correspondeeleging to that
specific application requires a Customer signature.

b) Paragraph headings are for the convenience gfdties onlyand
are not to be construed as part of this Agreement.

c) The Customer acknowledges that the only individaathorized to
bind the MPUC under this Agreemeare MPUC staff anduthorized
agents of the MPUC.

d) If either the MPUC or the Customer desiresntudify this
Agreement, the modification must lrewriting and signedby an
authorized representative of the party agaitsth enforcemenof
the modification is sought.

e) If any provision of the Terms a@bnditions is deemed invaltay
any court or administrative body havipugisdiction, such rulinghall
not invalidate any other provision, and tieenaining Terms and
Conditions shall remain in full force and effect in accordanitie
their terms.

f) In the event of any dispute concernihgse Terms and Conditions
or any other requirement of this program or conditiomoéntive
award, resolution will be governéa all respects by the laws,
statutes, and regulations of the United Stafesmerica and of the
State of Maine. Any legal proceeding against the Seardingthis
agreement shall be brought in StaféMaine administrativer
judicial forums. The Customer consents to perspnadiction inthe
State of Maine.
